Money for mangroves
Our most recent project is the support of a mangrove
regeneration project in Pottuvil, Sri Lanka.

The lagoon at Pottuvil provided the primary income for local
fisherman until deforestation during the civil conflict stripped the
area. Attempts to regenerate the area and set up a nursery and
eco-tourism project were devastated by the 2004 tsunami.

$1,500 raised by 001 was sent to the Sewalanka Foundation, a
community organisation based at Ampara. The funds will be
spent on rebuilding the nursery facility, re-establishing the seed
collection, replanting and training the nursery manager.
